
 

Soniquete, the digital hand-clapper for guitarists and flamenco dancers  

LOCATION: Sevilla

SUMMARY: The Soniquete App is the creation of Jerónimo Utrilla, a professor of music who 
envisioned the technology as an opportunity for guitarists and flamenco dancers. This mobile app 

replaces a hand clapper, or “palmero”, during rehearsals. The user can set beats, speed, rises 

and scoring according to the piece or choreography working without the need of having a 

palmero in person.

Soniquete is already offered on IOS and will be available for Android users soon.

You can choose basic claps 

or claps with little more variety. Then it is a tool designed for rehearsals".
