They are developing the Open Future project in Andalusia, a technological business incubator run
by the Andalusian Government and Telefénica. Although it’'s a prototype, it will be launched on
the market in three months. It will allow the user to know at any time who is entering their house,
and to authorise or deny access from a distance.

ENRIQUE RIBERA “For example, the neighbour coming to water the plants, we can let them in
Oclose between two specific hours. Not at any time they want.”

MIGUEL ANGEL PRADA “The user would always know that it is being forced or that they are trying fo get
Oclose into their house before, even when they have gone in.”

They will know through an alert system with instant notifications like this. The lock will be able to
open with identifiers placed in bracelets, for example, and on mobile Bluetooth... To be able to
leave your usual keys behind.
